TREATY
OF
FRIENDSHIP, GOOD-NEIGHBOURLINESS AND COOPERATION
BETWEEN
THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA AND THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

The Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Macedonia (hereinafter referred to collectively
as the "Contracting Parties"),

Building on the shared desire for further development of good-neighbourliness, friendship and
cooperation between the two countries,

Deeply convinced in the need to develop cooperation on the basis of mutual respect, trust,
understanding, good-neighbourliness and mutual respect for the interests of their countries,

Believing that the comprehensive development and deepening of the friendly, good-
neighbourly relations between them corresponds to the interests of the peoples of the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Republic of Macedonia,

Convinced in the need to strengthen security and peace, cooperation and confidence in
Southeastern Europe,

Welcoming the aspirations of the Republic of Macedonia for integration into the European
and Euro-Atlantic structures,

Believing that a constructive dialogue on all aspects of bilateral relations as well as on
regional and international issues will contribute to the further development of the relations
between the two countries on an equal basis,

Affirming the fundamental importance of the Joint Declaration of 22 February 1999 in the
relations between the two countries,

Considering their common history which connects both countries and their peoples,

Respecting the principles of the Charter of the Organisation of the United Nations and the
documents of the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe as well as the
democratic principles enshrined in the Council of Europe instruments,

HAVE AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Article 1
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The two Contracting Parties will develop comprehensive relations with each other in
accordance with the fundamental principles of international law and good-
neighbourliness,

Article 2

1. The two Contracting Parties will cooperate within the framework of the Organisation
of the United Nations, the Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe, the
Council of Europe and other international organizations and fora.

2. The two Contracting Parties will develop their cooperation in the field of European
and Euro-Atlantic integration aimed at the successful preparation of the Republic of
Macedonia for its accession to the European Union and NATO. The Bulgarian side
will share its experience in order to assist the Republic of Macedonia in fulfilling the
necessary criteria for membership in the European Union and will support the
Republic of Macedonia in receiving an invitation for NATO membership in
accordance with the relevant decisions of the NATO Summits.

Article 3

The two Contracting Parties will contribute to the development of cooperation among the
countries of Southeastern Europe to the strengthening of the understanding, peace and
stability in the region and to the realisation of regional projects as a part of the process of
creating a unified Europe.

Article 4

1. The two Contracting Parties will maintain contacts and hold meetings between the
representatives of the state authorities at different levels for the development of
friendly relations and cooperation.

2. The two Contracting Parties will assist each other in maintaining contacts between the
local authorities and the citizens of both countries.

Article 5

Bearing in mind their geographical proximity the two Contracting Parties will endeavour
to create the necessary legal, economic, financial and commercial conditions to ensure
the widest possible movement of goods, services and capital. They will encourage mutual
investments and ensure their protection.

Atrticle 6

The two Contracting Parties will support the expansion of tourist exchange as well as the
development of appropriate forms of cooperation in the field of tourism.

Article 7

The two Contracting Parties will extend and improve the transport links and other
communications between them, including within the framework of regional
infrastructure projects.

The two Contracting Parties will endeavour to facilitate customs and border
formalities for passengers and goods moving between them.

Article 8

The two Contracting Parties will promote active and unhindered cooperation in the
fields of culture, education, healthcare, social policy and sport.

At the latest within a period of three months as of the entry into force of this Treaty
with the aim of deepening mutual trust the two Contracting Parties will establish on a
parity principle a Joint Multidisciplinary Expert Commission on Historical and
Educational Issues to contribute to the objective, based on authentic and evidence-
based historical sources, scientific interpretation of the historical events. The
Commission will submit to the Governments of the Contracting Parties an annual
report on its work.

The two Contracting Parties will organize by mutual agreement joint celebrations of
common historical events and personalities aimed at strengthening the good-
neighbourly relations in the spirit of the European values.

Article 9

The two Contracting Parties will make efforts for the free dissemination of information
by encouraging and developing the cooperation in the field of mass media through the
use of the capabilities of modern means of communication. The two Contracting Parties
undertake to protect the copyright and intellectual rights of artists from both countries.

Article 10

The two Contracting Parties will extend their cooperation in the legal and consular
spheres in particular in civil, criminal and administrative matters as well as in resolving
their citizens' humanitarian and social problems.

Article 11

Neither Contracting Party will take, incite and support actions against the other State
which are unfriendly in nature.

Neither Contracting Party will allow its territory to be used against the other by
organizations and groups which have the purpose of committing subversive, separatist
and threatening the peace and security of the other Party's acts.

. The two Contracting Parties have no and will not make any territorial claims against

each other.

Each Contracting Party has the right to protect the rights and interests of its citizens in
the territory of the other Party in accordance with International law.

The Republic of Macedonia confirms that nothing in its Constitution can and should
be interpreted as constituting or will ever constitute a basis for interfering in the
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6.

internal affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria with the purpose of protecting the status
and rights of persons who are not citizens of the Republic of Macedonia.

The two Contracting Parties will take effective measures to prevent malicious
propaganda by institutions and agencies and will discourage acts of private entities
aimed at instigating violence, hatred or other similar acts which would harm their
relations.

Article 12

1.

Within three months as of the entry into force of this Treaty the two Contracting
Parties will establish a Joint Intergovernmental Commission. The Commission will be
co-chaired by the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the two Contracting Parties and will
include senior officials from both countries.

The Joint Intergovernmental Commission will hold regular meetings once a year with
the purpose of reviewing the effective implementation of this Treaty, to adopt
measures to improve bilateral co-operation as well as to resolve issues arising during
the implementation of the Treaty. Each of the Contracting Parties may if necessary
propose the organization of additional meetings of the Joint Intergovernmental
Commission.

Article 13

This Treaty is subject to ratification in accordance with the constitutional requirements
of the Contracting Parties. This Treaty will enter into force on the date of the exchange
of the instruments of ratification of both Contracting Parties and will remain in force
for an indefinite period of time.

This Treaty may be amended by wriften agreement between the two Contracting
Parties. Amendments will be negotiated through diplomatic channels and will enter
into force in accordance with paragraph 1 of this Article.

Each Contracting Party may terminate the Treaty by giving written notice to the other
Contracting Party. The Treaty will cease to be in force one year after the date of
receipt of this notice.

Article 14

This Agreement will in no way be interpreted as to contradict bilateral or multilateral
treaties to which the two Contracting Parties are parties.

Signed in Skopje on 1 August 2017 in two original copies each in the official languages
of the Contracting Parties — Bulgarian language in accordance with the Constitution of
the Republic of Bulgaria and Macedonian language in accordance with the Constitution
of the Republic of Macedonia both texts being equally valid.
