( 5 )  heard the reply given by the Danish 
Representative t o  those aelegat ions e i d h  had 
expressed opposition a t  the last meeting t o  
the joint proposal, the following main points 
being made: 

- the Danish authorit ies  continued to believe 
that the only really satisfactory solution 
would be t o  estab1i.h a Committee almg the 
lines proposed, a8 it would provide a 
necessary political begis for a conibhed 
examination of problems i n  the field of 
c i v i l  aviation policies; 

- considerable progresa had been made over the 
years in  the l iberal i sat ion of trade, but the 
a m  could not be said about c i v i l  aviation; 
a NATO init iat ive with a view to f ~ t h e ~ i n g  
l iberal i sat ion i n  t h i s  field would themfore 
strengthen economic solidarity between the 
NATO countries end create better poss lb i f i t i e s  
for forming a common c i v i l  aviation policy in 
r e l a t i on  to  the Eastern bloc; 

- although i t  was true that other international 
bodies had studied the problem, or were 
studying i t ,  only slight, if indeed any, 
progress had been made; a W O  study would 
not, therefore, overlap work being done 
e lsewhsse; 

- as for interested countries wha would not 
take part in discussions, e.g. Sweden and 
Switzerland, they would hardly object to 
progress made as a resalt of discussions 
wi t h b  M T O ;  

( 6 )  noted t ha t  the Porwegian Reprosentativa 
associated himself f'ully with the Danish position; 

(7) noted the following main points  in a atatemant 
by the Nether lands Repra sentat ive; 

- the question which had t o  be faced wets whether 
a ttvolont8 politiquett to tackle the problem 
rea l ly  existed; if so, agreement could be 
reached on both aspects of the joint proposal; 

- it had been said t h c n t  there was no 11- 
between Soviet penetration of sensitive area8 
and res tr ic t ive  practices; some delegations, 
however, held the opposite view and this had 
baen recorded i n  the 1958 policy paper 
( C - ~ ( 5 8 )  121) ; 



- in this connection, the West was faced by the 
monolithic approach of the Soviet Bloc, an& i t  
was clear that Czechosl~vakia Was taking tho 
lead in the civil aviation field simly b e ~ t w e  
ohe was a party to various international c i v i l  
aviation agmemnts; the West, ozl the o t b r  
hand, was divideh; 

- civil aviation was of great importance t o  r~orne 
of the smller nations; restrlctlve practice8 
were condemned by Parliaments and public 

, opinion; in these oireumstsnces, ~uegeatlone 
that restrictive practices shoulcl be applied t o  
Commmist Bloc countries would be di f f icul t  t o  
realise; 

- a strengthening of the Alliance wodd  result; if 
progress were made in finding a aolution t o  the 
problem; 

(8) noted the proposal made by the United States 
Representative ( t e x t  subsequently ciroulated as 
AC/klg-WP ( 61)39) :

The COW,ITTm : 

(1) noted that the Cububana A i ~ 1 i F . e ~  had applied for 
overflight and emergency landing rights in 
Luxembourg ; 

( 2 )  noted that the Luxembourg authorities had studied 
the request and recognised that it would be 
legally impossible t o  refuse it; 

( 3 )  further noted that, in the circumstances, M 
affirmative rep* would prob8bPy be given. 

The GObQdITTEE : 

(1) noted that negotiations hsd begun in Athens 
between Greek ar,d Hungarian authorities for a 
c i v i l  av ia t ion  agmormnt ; 



(2) noted the assurances glven t h a t  the considerations 
s e t  out in the NATO policy paper on c i v i l  
avia t ion relat ions (c-~(58)121) would bc borne in 
mind by the  Greek Cfovermnt; 

( 3 )  noted t h a t  th3 ComRi t t o e  would be informed should 
the p o s s i b i l i t y  of penetrat ion of sensitive areas 
become evident during the negotiations. 

(d)  G i v l l  Aviation AurcerncsnaL Betwacn Morocco and 
Czechoslovakia 

noted a statement on t h i s  subject by the United 
Kingdom Representative in which the following min 
points were made: 

- an A i r  Agreement between Morocco an& 
Czechoslovakia was signed in Rabat on 
8th May, 1961; 

- the Agreement was the eighth of its kind whioh 
Morocco has signed with a foreign country, but 
the first w i t h  a country of Eastern Europe; 

- it was seid that the Agreement confirmed 
arrangements shlch had been in force for a lmet  
a year for regular weekly f l i g h t s  by the Cmch 
na t iona l  airline on the route ~rague/Zurich/ 
Raba t/~akar/Ccn&ry, and that Morocco would 
enjoy reciprocal f ac i l i t i e s ;  

- the Agreement provides  f o r  the possible 
extennion of the a i r  service in the future t o  
other des t inaxons in We?" Africa, and in 
Central m d  South Americ . 

The COMMITTEE: 

(1) heard the proposal mde by the French 
Representative tha t  a study relating t o  this 
question should bo undertaken in NATO ( toxt  of 
the statement subsequently c i r c u l a t e d  a s  
AC/119+@(61)38; 

( 2 )  noted that tho French Delegation envisaged the 
p o l i t i c e l  aspects of the problem being studied Fn 
the first  instance by the Committee nf P o l i t i c e l  
Advisers wko night  deem it necessary a t  a latar 
stage tc refereit to the Committee of Economic 
Adv ieera.

The COWITTEE: 

(1) noted that the viers of the G e r m ,  Notherlanda 
and United States Delegations, regarding the 
attendance by nationals of the Soviet-cccupied 
Zone of Germany at the meeting of the Olympic 
Oames Commission in Greece, had been transmitted 
to  the Greek authorltiss; 

(2) noted that the Committee wculd be informd of the 
decision taken by the Oreels Oovernmtnt. 

The COMMITTEE: 

(1) heard statements on this subject by tine French, 
Oreek and Italian Rqxasentativca; 

(2) heard the view expressed that thu ideological 
differences between Albania and the USSR appeared 
to be reaching e stage of crisis; 

( 3 )  noted the Chairman's suggestion thst discusoiona 
should be continued in thc light of subsequent 
deve rments.
