personnel strength; distance; duration of -
movements; notification time; crossing of
international frontiers; relationship between
notification of movements and notification of
manoeuvres; and the gquestion of co-ordinated
goals and that of the escape clause;

held a detailed discussion on this subject and
subsequently concluded that delegations!' views
on several of the above questions had been
reconciled to some extent;

also noted the preference of several delegations
for a shorter and less detailed draft resolution;

analyzed paragraph by paragraph the new text of
Option 2 put forward by the United States
Representative and noted that he would inform
his Authorities of the amendments suggested
during the discussion;
