March if possible: the resulting country

papers would neither bind any single Ally nor
represent the agreed views of the Allies as a
wholes

about the draft country papers in ISD/140;

noted comments about the need for discretion
in the way the country papers might be used at
the Belgrade meetings;

The COMMITTEE:

(1) noted a statement by the United Kingdom
Representative suggesting, by way of compromise,
a procedure which would allow the Political
Committee to respond in an appropriate manner
to the directives issued to it by the Defence
Planning Committee (DPC), without having to go
systematically to the Council for a mandate in
each individual case; noted that under this
procedure only the delegations actually
represented would be concerned by the DPC's
directives (the French and Greek Delegaticns,
in particular, would be free to Join in, or
abstain from taking part in, the discussions
and the studies leading up to them);

(2) noted a statement by the French Representative
pointing out that the normal procedure was to
refer these matters to the Council for a decision
but indicating willingness to consider the
solution put forward by the United Kingdom
Representative;
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noted in this connection that the Greek
Representative, who had no objection to the
United Kingdom Representative's proposal, would
in general prefer any initiative on matters of
a political or economic nature to emanate from
the Council;

at the suggestion of the Belgian Representative,
held a preliminary discussion on the sections of
C-M(72)3 which it was proposed to review;

agreed to continue this discussion at its next
meeting.
