Hungary and the Ukraine, thus aiming at the economic
integration of the whole region under COMECON auspicea.
Roumanda's oppcaition seems to have been cleverly
exploited by the Yugoslavs who finally succeeded in
having their own Danube develapment project endorsed

by Roumanis, and thus caused COMECON one of its

severest setbacks. Pilateral commissiona sese.’
