Te The Italian Delegation attributes a great interest to
the exchange of views held in the Committee on Soviet Economic
Pol*cy about trends towards economic iantegration within COMECON
(Note by the French Delegation AC/127-D/L40) .

The Italian Delegation believes that the discussions
in the Conmittee have shown the need for further study and that
many a useful element might emerge from the 1958 figures of
CONECON trade,

2o During 1958 trade between the USSR and the other COMECON
countries (East Germany, Czechoslovakia, Poland, Rumania, Bulgaria,
Hungary and Albania) amounted to 18,103 million rubles, This
figure represents 52,56 of the wnole of Russian foreign trade.

The 18,103 million rubles are to bse so divided:

The others are not in such a position
and still cannot balance their imports from Russia with their
exports there.

— Russia exports raw materials mainly to East Germany
and Czechoslovakia - these being her most industrial-~
iscd satellites;

- thoso two countries also reprvsont a large market for
Russian cgereals;

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- o all COMLCON satellites Russia exports textile raw
- materials, From those satellites Russia imports
textile finished products;

- the exports'of timber and oil producﬁs are - as of
today - less important than it was bslieoved;

~ Russia has become an important exportecr of iron
minerals;

—~ Russia tries to esteblish in COMECON satellites a
market for her own consumer goods: TV and radio sets,

cameras, watches, and houschold and electro-domestic
apparatus.

Machinery reprcesents the main Russian imports from
satellite counitries. This confirms the theory that in
order to reach the targets sot in the Seven Year Plan
Russia must draw on the industrial output of the other
COMECON countries.

East Germany, which receives from Russia very large
amounts of raw material, is the main supplier of machinery
to Russia: its machinery exports represent 57.5% of all its
exports to the USSR,
