9. A report  on t h e   a c t i v i t i e s  of the  Working Group, 
together with i ts  recommendations, will go forward t o  the  
Defence Planning Committee i n   t h e   l a t t e r   h a l f  of 1970. 

10. The MATO Situation  Centre  continued  to  provide  support 
to t h e  NAC/DPC/MC during  the  period  of this r e p o r t   i n  
accordance with i ts  terms  of  reference(1).  Further improvements 
have been made i n  respect t o  the  provis ion o f  permanent  watch 
officers on a *12bhour - 7-day a week” basis supplemented  by a 
designated team of  International Staff Duby Officers dra-m 
from the  Executive  Secretariat. These new arrangements 
considerably enhance the a b i l i t y  of  the  NATO Situation  Centre 
to  provide  effective and rapid support t o  the HQ i n  peacetime, 
emergencies and i n  periods of  tension and c r i s i s .  

11. As a r e s u l t  o f  p r ior i t ies   def ined  by the North 
Atlantic  Council   in  the areas of Mutual  Balanced  Force 
Reductions and Re1,ative  Force Capabili t ies,   the Automatic Data 
Processing (ADP). f a c i l i t y   i n   t h e   S i t u a t i o n  Centre has been 
operating a t  an extremely high l e v e l  of  output  during  the 
period o f  this report .  As the  maintenance and updating of 
complete f o r c e   f i l e s  related to these studies  will be a 
continuing commitment within  the HQ, proposals r e l a t ing  t o  
the improvement o f  the  Situation  Centre’s ADP resources   are   in  
the process of  preparation.

NATO-Wide Cornunications Systerr 

12. The TARE used a t  t he  NATO Headquarters . i n  Brussels 
has  not  yet been accepted by NATO.. The main d i f f i c u l t y  lies 
i n   t h e  programming of the TARE-computer. These d i f f i c u l t i e s ,  
however, have  been overcome gradually, and the  system 
acceptance may  now be expected in   t he   nea r   fu tu re ,  

l 3 *  The  NATO-Wide Communications System has generally 
worked sa t i s f ac to r i ly .  However, outages of long duration  are 
experienced on c i r c u i t s   t o   t h e  S-E flank. Remedial action, 
which l i e s  i n  the operational and personnel f fe ld  as well as 
i n   t he   t echn ica l   f i e ld ,  is being  undertaken. 

S a t e l l i t e s  
14. The first NATO s a t e l l i t e   h a s  been  successfully 

launched from Cape  Kennedy on Friday, 20th March, 1970. It 
came t o  its final equatorial   posit ion  over the Atlantic Ocean 
on 29th  April. The test report   has  shown that the s a t e l l i t e  
meets the  specified  requirements i n  all respects,

15, The second NATO s a t e l l i t e ,  scheduled f o r  launch on 
17th  June, has  been  sent back to  the  contractor f o r  the 
replacement of an amplifier and subsequent  systan  rechecking. 
The t en ta t ive  date f o r  relaunch is now 30th. September. This 
delay  has no impact  on the overa l l  NATO SATCOM Phase II 
programme, 

16, I n  the ground environment? s t r i k e s  have  caused l a t e  
delivery of cer ta in   essent ia l  equipment and a fur ther   delay 
of some nine weeks is t o  be expected, The first two ground 
terminals will not be  ready  before December 1970, 

System, including a NATO SATCOM Phase III, has been taken up 
by the  NATO Joint  C-E Comi.ttee with the view of  providing 
Ministers with a 1971-1975 communications plan f o r  t h e i r  
December 1970  meeting.

18. On 15th May, 1970(1),  the Defence Planning Committee 
agreed t o  hold a further  exercise i n  the HILEX s e r i e s  from 
2nd t o  11th September inclusive,  T h i s  exercise, which will 
portray a low-level c r i s i s   s i t u a t i o n ,  is designed t o  provide a 
means whereby the  Alliance can test and further develop 
procedures €or consultation and co l lec t ive  decision-malring, 
including  the  operation of communications systems and procedures 
and machinery for the   co l la t ion  and dissemination of  
in te l l igence  and information.

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FINAL C0"NIQUE 

1. The North Atlantic  Council,  meeting i n   M i n i s t e r i a l  
Session i n  Rome on 26th-27th May, 1970, reaffirmed that the 
Alliance  remains  indispensable  to  the  security  of i ts  members 
and makes poss ib le   the i r  common search f o r  progress towards a 
more stable   re la t ionship between East and West i n  which 
outstanding  issues dividing Europe can be resolved. 

2. . Ministers  again  stated  their   determination  to 
resolve  these  problems  through a process o f '  negotiation.. They 
recognised tbt, f o r '  t he i r '   pa r t ,  this search  for  peace m u s t  
r e s t  upon a s p i r i t  of genuine  partnership,  the  maintenance o f  
the  defensive  strength  of  the  Alliance,  and the   p rac t ice  of  
f u l l  and timely consultation. 

3. Ministers  agreed  that  it w i l l .  not be enough t o .  t a l k  
o f  European secu r i ty   i n   t he   abs t r ac t .  The causes  of 
i n secu r i ty   i n  Europe are   specif ic ,   they  are   deeply  rooted  in  
conflicting.  perceptions of  s t a t e   i n t e r e s t s ,  and their  
elimination w i l l  require  patient; endeavour. However, the  
Al l ies ,   fo r   the i r   -par t ,  remain wi l l ing   t o   nego t i a t e ,   i n  any 
su i tab le  forum, those  concrete  issues whose resolut ion would 
enhance the securi.ty of  Europe, The success o f  e f f o r t s   t o  
pursue genuine  relaxation of tension w i l l  be a t e s t  of the  
willingness of  all in teres ted   count r ies  t o  deal  meaningfully 
with real   i ssueS.of   securi ty ,  

4. Ministers  .affirmed that  t o  endure,  peace m u s t  r e s t  
. .  

upon universal  respect o f  the  sovereign  equelity,   poli t ical  . 
independence and t - e r r i t o r i a l   i n t e g r i t y  o f  each European sixte,  
regardless of i ts  p o l i t i c a l  o r  soc ia l  system, and for the  
r igh t  of i ts  peogles t o  shape the.ir own des t in ies ,   f ree  of 
t he   t h rea t  of  external  interirention,  coercion  or  constraint. 

5. Minis ters ,   recal l ing  their   ear l ier   s ta tements   on 
the subject, examined and approved a Report  on the   S i tua t ion  
i n   t h e  Mediterranean,  prepared  by the  Council i n  Permanent 
Session, which they 'had requested  in  their   meeting o f  
December 1969. Having regard t o  the conclusions  presented  in 
this Report,  they  found reason t o  r e i t e r a t e   t h e i r  concern with 
regard   to   the   s i tua t ion  i n  the area. They stressed  again the 
importance of  full and frequent  consultation among t he   A l l i e s  
on th i s  question and the  necessi ty  f o r  continued  vigilance. 
They instructed  the  Council   in Permanent Session  to  continue 
the i r   c lose  review. o f  the developing  s i tuat ion  in   the 
Mediterranean and t o  . .  repor t   fu l ly   thereon  t o  Ministers.

6. A t  t h e i r  Apri l  1969 meeting i n  Washington, Ministers 
agreed to  explore with the Soviet Union and the  other  
countries of Eastern Europe  which concrete issues best  lend 
themselves t o  fruitful negot ia t ions  in   order  t o  -reduce  tension 
and  promote co-operation i n  Europe and to  take  constructive 
ac t ions   to  this end. The Council t h e r e a n e r  conducted a 
de ta i led  study .of those issues, and at thèir meeting i n  
December 1969, Ministers  declared  that  All;ied.Goverments 
.would .continue and in tens i fy  %heir. contacts, &iscussions or 
negotiations  through all appropriate  channels, ,   bilateral  or 
mult i la te ra l ,  and tha t   they  remained  receptiv.e t o  signs of 
wil l ingness   on  the  par t  o f  the  Soviet Union and 'other  Eastern 
European count r ies   to  engage i n  such  discussions.  Progress, 
they said, in   these  discussions and negotiations .,would help t o  
ensure t i e  success of any eventual  conference, ' i n  which, o f  
course, the  North American members o f  the"Alii .mce would 
par t ic ipa te ,  t o  discuss and negot ia te   substant ia l  problems o f  
co-opemtion and securi ty  i n  Europe, . .

7,  . Ministers expressed sat isfact ion  over   the laWchil?g 
o r  continuation of the whole range  of t a l k s  and negotiations, 
i n i t i a t e d  by members of the  Alliance, which they have been 
actively  promoting during the  s ix  months s ince December 1969. 
A t  t h e  same time, numerous other East-West con%-acts  have  been 
pursued. The Allies have consulted and will-con-tinue t o  
consult closely on a l l  these i n i t i a t i v e s  and contacts. 

Federal  Republic of  Germany has i n i t i a t e d  t a l k s  with. t h e  
Soviet Union, Poland and the  GDR i n  order.  t o  -improve the  
s i t ua t ion  in Central Europe, The Allies  consider this t o  be 
encouraging, They express  the hope that these t a l k s  will 
yield r e s u l t s  and will not  be compromised by the presentation 
of  wlacceptable demands, The e f f o r t s  being made t o  solve 
outstanding  problems and t o  achieve a modus vivendi   in  Germany 
which would take  account of the   spec ia l   fea tures  OF the 
German s i tuat ion,   represent  an impor ta t   cont r ibu t ion  t o  
secur i ty  and co-operation i n  Europe. Thé.,MiniSters  express  the 
hope t h a t  all Governments desiring t o  contr ibute   to  a policy of 
relaxation o f  t ens ion   i n  Europe w i l l ,  t o  the  extent  possible, 
f a c i l i t a t e  a negotiated  settlement of  the  re la t ionship between 
the  two p a r t s  of.

10, The conversatiom between the United States  and the 
Soviet Union aiming a t  the   l imi ta t ion  o f  s t r a t eg ic  armaments, 
which  be'gan l a s t  November a t  Helsinki,  have  been  continued a t  
Vienna i n  April.   Ministers welcome these ta lks ,  the outcome 
o f  whish i s  so important for   the  secWkty of  Europe and th-e 
future  of humanity. 

Non-Proliferation  Treaty,  Ministers  re-emphasised Wle 
importance  they  attach to .  l imit ing the spread of nuclear 
weapons as well as t o  measures f o r  genuine  nuclear disarmament, 
They noted with i n t e r e s t   t h e   e f f o r t s  now under way t o  exclude 
mass destruct ion tetapons froa the sea bed, and to  dedl with 
the problem  of control of biological  and chemical weapons, 
They expressed  the hope that  fur ther   progress  on  disarmament 
measures, with appropriate  safeguards,  can  reduce  the arms 
burdens borne by all, 

12. The  members o f  t he  North Atlantic Alliance have, over 
a nmb.er of years ,   proclaimed  their   in terest   in  arms control 
and disarmament measures which f a c i l i t a t e  a gradual  elimination 
of the mi l i ta ry   conf ronta t ion   in  Europe, Ministers  recalled 
the  declarations  issued a t  Reykjavik i n  1968, and a t  Brussels 
i n  1969, They noted that up t o  now these  declarations had l e d  
t o  no meaningful  reply, 

13. The AllieS.have  nevertheless  carried out intensLve 
studies on mutual  force  reductions i n  accordance with the  
directions  given by Minis te rs   in  December 1969. Ministers 
examined the detei led  report   presented  to  them by the  Horth . 

A.tlmtic  Council  in  Pemanent  Session.""Tl"s has been of great  
value i n   c l a r i f y i n g  the complex issues  imrolved. Ministers 
gave ins t ruc t ions  f o r  fur ther   re levant   s tudies  which would 
guide  pol ic ies  and explorations i n  t h i s  field. 

11. On the occasion  of  the coming into  force of t he

both pos i t ive  and negative, and having  taken  note of the report  
on the  procedures f o r  negotiation which they  had commissioned 
from the  Permanent.

DECLARATION ON MUTUAL AND BAUNCX- 

1. Meeting a t  Rome on 26th and 27th May, 1970, t he  
Minis te rs   represent ing   count r ies   par t ic ip   a t lng   in  NATO S 
integrated  defence programme r e c a l l  and reaff i rm  the commitment 
of the i r   na t ions  t o  pursue  effective  policies  directed towards 
a greater  relaxat.iQn of tensions-  in  their   continuing  search 
f o r  a j u s t  and durable  peace, They r e c a l l ,   i n   p a r t i c u l a r ,   t h e  
i .nv i ta t ion .  they- have previously.  addressed t o  the  S,oviet. Union 
end other  countries of Eastern Europe t o  j o i n  them i n  
discussing  the  possibi l i ty  of mutual and balanced  force 
reductions. 

2, The objective o f  the  work on  which t h e i r  
representatives have  been  engaged has been t o  prepare a 
rea l i s t ic   bas i s   for   ac t ive   explora t ion  between the   in te res ted  
p a r t i e s   a t  an e m l y  date and thereby t o  establish whether it 
could  serve as a starting point for fruitful negotiation. 
Such exploratory t a l k s  would assist those  concerned  in 
developing i n   d e t a i l   c r i t e r i a  and object ives   for   substant ive 
negot ia t ions  to  follow at the  appropriate   s tage i n  a forum t o  
be determined. They would also provide  tangible  evidence of  
the  readiness t o  bu i ld  confidence between East and West. 

3. Minis te rs   inv i te   in te res ted   S ta tes  t o  hold 
exploratory t d k s  on mutual a d  balanced  force  reductions i n  
Europep with special   reference  to  the  Central  Region. They 
egree t h a t   i n  such t a l k s  the  All ies  would put forward the  
following consideretions: 

mutual force  reductions  should be compatible with
