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.TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS ON SOVIET
" AND SATELLITE RRPRESENTATIVES

'_Memofahdum by the United Kingdom Deputy

I circulate herewith for the information of my colleagues
& copy of the Note which, providing Ministerial approval is
given, the United Kingdom authorities propose to deliver to
the Soviet Ambassador in Lord@on on March 8th, the date on
which it is understood that the United States Government
intend to ‘deliver their corresponding Note in Washington.
Unless.any other date for the:delivery of the Notes is agreed
on by the Deputies, -the text of the United Kingdom Note
would be made publlc on March 10th.

It will be seen that -the pu rnose of the United Kingdom-
Note is-to reguire all members of the Soviet Embassy, of

the Soviet Trade Delegation. and all other official Soviet
representatives in this country (including Tass Agency and
newspaper cocrrespondents) to notify the United Kingdom
authorities forty-eight hours in advance whenever they wish
to travel more.than tdenty-flve miles from Hyde Park Corner.
The details to be notified .in advance in this way are: the
route and method of travel proposed, the date of departure
and arrival at each point in the journey, and the address of
the hotel or other place of residence 1f an overnight stop

is involved. It may be assumed that there is no objection

to the Jjourney being made if no intimation to the contrary

is received during the forty-eight hour period. It is not
intended to apply similar restrictions to Soviet visitors to
the United Kingdom, such as members of delegations invited

by British organizations. Furthermore, Soviet officials will
be allowed to travel to the Soviet Embassy country house in
Kent by & regular route .without notlflcatlon.

"It is intended to,apply 51m11gr rcstrlctlons.to_members
of .the Rumanian and Bulgarian Legations in Londong and
corresponding Notes will therefore also be sent to the
Rumanian and Bulgarian Ministers on March 8th. The
Bulgarian Minister himself will, however, personally be
excluded from these requirements since the Head of the United
Kingdom Mission in Sofie 1s excluded from the corresponding
restrictions in Bulgarisz. It is not intended to apply
similar travel restrictions to the Polish or Czechoslovak
officials in London since United Kingdom representatives are
still able to travel freely in their countries. Similar
restrictions are glready in fcrce in respect of members of .
the Hungarian Legation in London, who for some time past have
been required to give advance notification if they wish to
travel more thon eighteen miles from Hyde Park Corner - this
restriction corrusp0nd1nﬁ to that imposed on Jnlted Kingdom -
officials in Hungary,
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In order to make the above-mentioned restrictions
more effective, it is intended to put two other minor
measures into effect',r,_ . SPPp— -

(a) In future a¢l Sov1et non- dlplometlc offlclals
(mostly members of the Trade Delegation)
arriving in the United Kingdom will be given
Residence Permits for three months only,
renewable for further periods of the same .
length, - (This regulation would not at present
be applied to any of the Satellite countries
since they have no officidls in this country
other than members of the Embassy or Legation-

~ staffa), If any such'official disregarded the
.travel restrictions, his Residence Permit would
not be renewed and he c¢ould be required to
leave the country. If the offender was a -
member of an Embassy or a Legations he would
be declared persona non grata, '

(p) In order to facilitate the surveillance of the’
movements of Soviet and Satellite officials, it
is proposed to request the Soviet Embassy and
all Satellite M1581ons to furnlsh twice yearly
a list showing:

(1) the make and reglstratlon numbers of
all cars in the Mission's service,
including cars at the disposal of the
Soviet Trade Delegatlon-

(ii) the names and positions of all members

: of the Mission who possess British
driving licences, together with the.
registration number of any car they .
owrt or of the car. Whlch they normally
drive. _

It is intended to treat the measures mentioned under
(a) and (b) above as routine matters and to make the
appropriate notification to the Missions concerned about

a fortnight after the delivery of the main Note concerning
the prior notification of the jou"neys,

Her Majesty's Principai Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs presents his coﬁpliments to the Soviet -
Ambassador and has the.hdnour to inform him that the following
arrangements will in fﬁfure_apply to ali}Soviet citizené
who are.members of-the Soviet Embessy in London, of thé
Soviet. T de Delegation, and of the staffs of Soviet éﬁmﬁercial
enterprises,’ neWé agencies and newspapers, and_theip households,
and to ali members of the Saviet Foreign Service  on temporary
visits to the Unifed_Kingdom including diplomatic couriers.

2 As from ) the persons included in the
categories named above are requiredlto notify the Eoreigﬁ
Office whenever they wish to travei beyond a distance of 25
miles from Hyde Park Corner (Service~Attachés anc their
staffs should respectively notify the Admiralty, War Office
and Air Ministry). A specimen is attached of the form in
which the notificaticn should be made, showing the information
which must be given, The form of notification must be sent
in duplicate, and the traveller must carry a copy on his own
person, and show it on demand tb any police officer, The
form of notification must reach the Foreign Office (or Service
Department) at least 48 hours before the journey is begun.

. B3e If it is.necéssary for the traveller during the journey
to alter anf of the arréngements notified, the Foreign Office
or Service Department éoncerned.mﬁst be informed

immediately.
