2. Main areas of responsibility :

The unit also coordinates media affairs.

The SNE who will be retained will contribute to the development and application of audiovisual and media policies. Equally, the position will deal with the interface between audiovisual and media policies and the other European policies. The position involves numerous contacts with business and associations in the media sector, with Member States and with the different services of the Commission as well as the other institutions of the European Union.

3. Main qualifications :
