The participants should submit proves for technical capability and/or qualification – list of the services, which are the same or similar with the subject of the public procurement order, that have been delivered in the past 3 years, as of the date of submission of the offer, along with the money values, the dates and the names of the receivers, as well as proves of the delivered services; declaration for technical equipment, which the participant possesses.

I The offer should have the following documents enclosed:
1. Copy of Registry Document or Unified Identification Code, as stipulated in art. 23 of the Act for the Trade Register if the participant is legal entity or sole proprietor or identity document if the person is individual;

2. Price offer in Bulgarian leva or the equal amount in Indian rupees, as per the exchange rate set by the Bulgarian National Bank at the date of publishing the public notice without VAT, which is signed and sealed by the participant. The participants are obliged to provide an offer covering all the activities mentioned in the Technical Specification and they prepare a quantified schedule of rates;

3. Technical offer, which is signed and sealed by the participant, which contains all components of the Technical Specification of the assignor. The technical offer shall contain a term for response by the contractor at the request of the assignor determined in calendar days.

4. Declaration for the validity of the offer – 90 calendar days (in free format);

5. List of the services which are the same or similar to the subject of the public procurement, which have been delivered in the past 3 years, as of the date of submission of the offer along with the money values, the dates and the names of the receivers, as well as proves of the delivered services.
