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Your Excellency,
On 14 December 1955, the United Nations General Assembly adopted resolution 995 (X) deciding to admit Albania, Austria, Bulgaria, Cambodia, Finland, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Jordan, Laos, Libya, Nepal, Portugal, Romania, Spain and Sri Lanka as members of the United Nations.

Sixty years later and after many changes in our own countries, we, the representatives of those sixteen countries, wish to reaffirm our full commitment to the purposes and principles of the UN Charter.
Seventy years after its founding and in a very different international environment, the United Nations is more relevant than ever in our joint endeavour to achieve the three inter-linked goals of peace and security, sustainable development and human rights. This realization lies at the heart of the 2005 World Summit Outcome document and the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development through which Member States renewed their pledge to the UN.
The sixteen countries which joined the UN together on 14 December 1955 firmly believe in effective multilateralism and international cooperation as the best and only means to respond to old and new threats and the challenges of our time.
