The contractor will perform technical services related to maintenance of technical installations and equipment – the cooling and heating plants, generators, electric installation and equipment, water supply systems, maintenance of plants and lawns, cleaning up of the area of the Embassy as described in the Technical Specification – Annex 1. 

The participants should submit proves for technical capability and/or qualification – list of the services, which are the same or similar with the subject of the public procurement order, that have been delivered in the past 3 years, as of the date of submission of the offer, along with the money values, the dates and the names of the receivers, as well as proves of the delivered services; declaration for technical equipment, which the participant possesses. This public procurement order is reserved for participation only by specialized companies or co-operations of people with disabilities as stipulated in art. 16g, paragraph 1 of the Public Procurement Act. The subject of the public procurement order is included in the list under art. 30 of the Act for integration of people with disabilities. As a result the public procurement order is meant to be delivered by specialized companies or co-operations of people with disabilities. As stipulated in art. 16g, paragraph 5 of the Public Procurement Act, applications or offers can be submitted by other interested people, who are not in the category of people, for whom the public procurement order is reserved. As first on the list will be determined the participant who has the highest results of the complex assessment, and the last place is allocated to the participant who has the lowest results of the complex assessment. The results of the complex assessment are determined by applying the following formula:

             K1 – price in Bulgarian leva or the equal amount in Indian rupees, as per the exchange rate set  by the Bulgarian National Bank at the date of publishing the public notice without VAT for one month (it is meant an equal sum for each month of the period when the contract is in force) for implementing the activities set in the Technical specification
            K2 – timeframe for reaction in calendar days by the contractor, if the assignor offers the contract to the participant
