The  COMIUTTEE  noted  papers: 

(1) from  the  German  Representative, on consultations 
on  the  outcome  of  the  Helsinki  meeting  which  had 
taken  place  during  the  Conference of European 
Churches  held  in  Buckow  from  27th to 31st  October, 
1975; 

in  Bulgaria  of  the  full  text  of  the  Final  Act in 
brochure  form, under the  heading  "For  peace, 
co-operation  and  security  in  Europe",  reserved 
however f o r  the  exclusive use of "organizations 
and establishmentsf1 ; 

(2) from the  French  Representative,  on  the  publication

(l) heard a detailed  report  by  the  Canadian 
Representative,  based  on  information  from  the 
Canadian  Embassy  in Moscow, on  the  improvement 
in Mr. Brezhnev's  health; 

(2) noted  that  this  information,  confirmed  during 
talks  with  members  of  the  German  Delegation 
which  had  accompanied  President  Scheel  to  the 
Soviet  Union,  ruled  out  the  likelihood  that  the 
Party  First  Secretary  would  stand  down  after  the 
DVth Party  Congress;  noted,  in  this  context, 
the  information  furnished  by  the  United  Kingdom 
Representative  to  the  effect  that Mr. Brezhnev 
would  personally  attend  the  forthcoming  Polish 
Party  Congress  on  8th  December.

apparently  Yugoslavia's  refusal  to  come  out 
officially  in  support of Rumania in its  bid  for 
an  observer  seat  at  the  forthcoming  conference of  
non-aligned  countries.

(2) noted a contribution by the  Italian  Representative 
based  on  information  from Tokyo analysing  the 
implications of a statement  by a member of the 
Japanese  Government  to  the  Upper  Chamber t o  the 
effect  that  Japan  would be prepared  to  include  in 
the  peace  treaty  with  China,  the  anti-hegemony 
clause  which  the  latter  had  requested.

noted a statement  by  the  French  Representative  to 
the  effect  that  while  not  opposed to the  research 
being  done by the IPB (see  AC/119-R(75)101), his 
Authorities  reserved  their  position  as  regards 
the  release o f  data on French  manoeuvres;  that, 
moreover,  the  use  of  the  data in question outside 
the  NATO  framework  could  lead  the  Eastern 
countries  to  believe  that  the  Allies  might  be 
prepared  to  accept  restrictions  on  their 
manoeuvres  and  that,  this  being so, it  was for the 
Council  to  approve  the  terns of  reference  and 
.decide .what .subsequent  use  should be. made. of. the 
data ; 

(2) noted  that  the  Greek  Representative  had no 
objections  to  the  collection of the  information 
but  thought  it  would  be  useful  to  obtain  similar 
data on Warsaw  Pact  manoeuvres; 

(3) agreed  on  the wording of  draft  terms of reference 
t o  be  submitted to the  Council f o r  approval  at 
its  meeting  on  16th  November,  the  purpose o f  these 
terms o f  reference  being  the  collection  of  data, 
for  the  information  of  the  Council, on KATO, 
multinational and national  manoeuvres  carried  out 
by  the  Allies in 1973, 197L and 1975(1);
