ABOLITION OF DIPLOMATIC VISAS BETWEEN EASTERN AND ALLIED

COUNTRIES

The COMMITTEE:

was informed that:

(i) the Netherlands had not been approached by any
East European country on this questiong

(ii) in the Federal Republic, diplomatic visas were
still obligatory for all East European
countries;

(iii) Portugal and Rumania had agreed to abolish

such visas;

(iv) Denmark had agreed with Rumania and Bulgaria
to abolish such visas.

VII. CRITICISM OF NATO IN THE UNITED NATIONS

replying to letters from Mr. Minty, they might
draw on POLADS(76)11(Final) and on the German
draft reply;

agreed to maintain this item on its Agenda.
