A t  i t s  meeting o f  19th June, 1964(1), the Sub-Committee 
decided t o  undertake  periodic  reviens of the economic s i t u a t i o n  
and prospects of each  individual  Eastern European  country. The 
f irst  country thus examined mas Roumania(2). Next on the l i s t  
f o r  reviewing  are:  Poland,  Czechoslovakia, the Sovie  t-occupied 
Zone of Germany,  Hungary and Bulgaria, 

2. To assist i n  t h i s  work, the Economics Directorate would 
need the most  r e c e n t   o f f i c i a l   s t a t i s t i c a l  yearbooks of these 
Communist countries  as  well  as of the  Soviet Union. These year- 
books are  generally  available i n  the  capitals of the  Eastern 
European countries some f ive  t o  s ix  nonths before  they  reach  the 
bookshops i n   P a r i s  from which the ITAT0 Library  could buy them. 

3. The Economics Directorate would be most grateful  if a 
copy of  these  yearbooks  could be  bougt-rt  on i t s  behalf  through 
delegations rhose countries  are  represented i n  these  various 
capi ta ls  and passed on t o  the Secre ta r ia t ,  i t  being  understood 
that   the   cost  would be  supported by IU-TO. 

Ir.,, Delegations i n  a posit ion to help i n  Llis matter might 
indicate  their   intentions  at   the  next meeting o f  the Sub-Committee 
t o  be held on  Monday, 7th December, 4964.
