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1. MANY OF THE PROVISIONS OF THE STRIKE SETTLEMENT 
ARE BEING CARRIED OUT, INCLUDING BROADCASTING OF THE 
MASS, AND THE STRIKE WAVE HAS SUBSIDED FOR THE MOMENT. 
HOWEVER THE SITUATION IN THE TRADE UNIONS AND IN INDUSTRY 
REMAINS CHAOTIC AND THE LONGER-TERM OUTLOOK IS GLOOMY. 
~ THE FREE TRADE UNION MOVEMENT IS GAINING STRENGTH 
AND CLAIMS TO HAVE OVER 3 MILLION ADHERENTS (MORE THAN A 
QUARTER OF THE STATE LABOUR FORCE). MOST OF THE NEW UNIONS 
ARE BASED ON INDIVIDUAL ENTERPRISES OR GROUPS OF ENTER­
PRISES: A FEW HAVE BEEN CREATED AT THE PROVINCIAL LEVEL. 
A MEETING OF REPRESENTATIVES HELD IN GDANSK ON 
17 SEPTEMBER SET UP AN UMBRELLA ORGANISATION CALLED 
~SOLIDARNOSC~, WHICH HAS ITS OWN STATUTES AND IS SEEKING 
REGISTRATION AS A SINGLE ENTITY. THIS IS APPARENTLY 

.INTENDED TO BE A NATIONAL CONSULTATJVE BODY WHICH WILL 
HAVE NO INDEPENDENT POWERS BUT WILL CO-oRDINATE THE 
ACTIVITIES OF INDIVIDUAL UNIONS AND ACT ON THEIR BEHALF 
IN RELATIONS WITH THE STATE AUTHORITIES. THE FIRST 

. INDIVIDUAL UNIONS HAVE ALSO APPLIED FOR OFFICIAL REGIS­
TRATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE REGULATIONS ISSUED ON 
13 SEPTEMBER. DUE TO A LACK OF CENTRAL GUIDANCE THE 
ATTITUDE OF LOCAL OFFICIALS TO THE NEW UNIONS VARIES. SOME 
ARE BEING CO-OPERATIVE, WHILE OTHERS ARE OBSTRUCTING THE 
UNIONS BY MAKING PRACTICAL DIFFICUL~IES, INTIMIDATING WOULD­
BE MEMBERS AND THREATENING THEM WITH LOSS OF BENEFITS. IN 
FACT MOST SOCIAL BENEFITS, ALTHOUGH ADMINISTERED BY THE 
OFFICIAL TRADE UNIONS, LEGALLY BELONG TO THE ENTERPRISES 
AND SHOULD BE AVAILABLE TO ALL WORKERS. THE OFFICIAL UNIONS 
DO HOWEVER HAVE SUBSTANTIAL CENTRAL FUNDS AND ASSETS SUCH AS 
HOLIDAY CENTRES WHICH THEY CAN PLACE AT THE DISPOSAL OF 
MEMBERS ONLY. 
lt IN WHAT APPEARS TO BE A CO-ORDINATED MOVE, MANY 
OF THE OFFICIAL TRADE UNIONS ARE TAKING ACTION TO 
DETACH THEMSELVES FROM THE DISCREDITED CENTRAL 
COUNCIL OF TRADE UNIONS AND SET THEMSELVES UP AS 
%tINDEPENDENT SELF-GOVERN!NG UNIONS~ IN AN ATTEMPT TO 
RETAIN THEIR ATTRACTION FOR THE WORKERS. THESE 
UNIONS MOSTLY REMAIN FOR THE MOMENT UNDER THEIR OLD 
LEADERSHIP BUT IT REMAlNS TO BE SEEN'WHETHER THESE 
LEADERS WILL SURVIVE THE SECRET ELECTIONS PROMISED 
FOR THE FORTHCOM 1 r'JG UN i ON CONFERENCES. PARTY
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MEMBERS DO NOT APPEAR TO HAVE BEEN GIVEN CLEAR 
INSiRUCTIONS ON TRADE UNION MEMBERSHIP. A GROUP 
SET UP TO DRA FT A NEW TRADE UNION LAW INCLUDES 
REPRESENTATIVES OF BOTH OLD AND NEW TRADE UNIONS AS 
WELL AS LEGAL EXPERTS. 
!±.. THE POL 1 SH PARTY 1 SIN A STATE OF FERMENT FOLLOW 1 NG 
THE LEADERSHIP RESHUFFLE AND CONSEQUENT CHANGES. 
THE NEW LEADERS ARE GIVING THEIR MAIN ATTENTION TO 
REBUILDING PARTY CONFIDENCE AND HAVE PUT IN A S~RIES 
OF APPEARANCES AT REGIONAL PARTY MEETINGS TO OUTLINE 
PAST MISTAKES AND FUTURE PLANS. PARTY MEMBERS ARE 
VOICING DEMANDS FOR GREATER OPENNESS IN THE MEDIA,

LEADERSHIP IN KATOWICE AND POZNAN PROVINCES HOWEVER 
SEEM MORE l.IKELY TO BE MOVES TO REPLACE ·ELDERLY PARTY 
DIEHARDS WITH MORE FLIXIBLE MANAGERS IN THESE KEY 
INDUSTRIAL REGIONS. IF THE PARTY IS REALLY TO 
REFORM ITS ATTITUDES AND METHODS OF ADMINISTRATION, 
FURTHER SUCH CHANGES WILL HAVE TO BE MADE AT ALL LEVELS. 
KANIA HAS SUPFORTED CALLS FOR AN EXTRAORDINARY PARTY

AGREEMENTS ARE IMPLEMENTED. THEY HAVE BEEN TAKING

WHATEVER FORMAl ARRANGEMENTS MAY BE MADE IN THE COMING 
WEEKS FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE NEW UNIONS, THAT 
ROLE WILL REMAIN TO BE HAMMERED OUT BETWEEN THE 

\llORKERS AND THE REG 1 t-1E 1 N THE LONGER TERM. THERE WilL 
BE AMPLE SCOPE FOR CONFLICT IN THIS PROCESS; AND 
THE CONTINUING ECONOMIC PROBlEMS CAN ONlY MAKE 
COMPROMISE HARDER TO FIND. THE OUTLOOK THUS REMAINS 
GLOOMY AND THE RISK OF SOVIET INTERVENTION saONER OR
