As agreed at  the  meeting of the  Political  Committee 
on 23rd March, I enclose a draft  questionnaire on Western 
ir;?plenentation on the Hurmn Contacts and Inforoation  provisions 
in Basket III of the  Final  Act, for consideration at the 
Political  Committee's  meeting on 8th April.

The attached  questions on Information, 
on the  other  hand,  are  almost  identical  to  those  on  Eastern 
impleuentation in POLADS( 76)lO  and  POLADS(76)12.
